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The ability to see inside objects advances science and medicine, and even 
provides a better understanding of the forces unleashed by high explosives 
during detonation.  We’ll discuss the history and science of radiography 
and learn how x-rays, protons, and naturally-occurring cosmic rays can be 
used to see through opaque objects.  From providing surgeons with 
pictures of what's inside a human body to helping border agents find 
possible nuclear contraband inside freight containers, a wide range of 
applications will be discussed.
