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In 1905, and again in 1916, Albert Einstein completely overturned our 
understanding of space, time and gravity. Using only images and 
analogies, we will explore the meaning of Einstein’s ideas. Special relativity 
(1905) showed that each person sees the world from their own reference 
points in space and time, none of which is absolute - "everything is 
relative." General relativity (1916) showed that gravity results because 
mass in the Universe warps spacetime. These ideas provided the basis for 
our present very deep understanding of the cosmos, including such 
concepts as the expansion of the Universe, the existence of black holes 
and other fantastic notions.

Today he is the founding director of 
the Santa Fe Alliance for Science, a non-profit organization of professional 
math and science volunteers helping in K-14 math and science education.
